      B. Resumes/vitae which include names, addresses, telephone, e-mail addresses, professional titles, educa-
 tional background and experience of all presenters 
      C.  Title of presentation that CLEARLY and concisely describes its content 
      D.  Workshop classification (list up to three options from above list of areas) 
      E.  Desired session time and if you are willing to present session twice 
      F.  A 20-30 word summary of the presentation (this will be edited and used in the Conference Program)  
      G.  Two references with names, telephone numbers and addresses.
